Who Qualifies For A Home?

Need Families must be living in either
substandard or overcrowded housing
conditions or have high rent relative to
income.

Willing to Partner Families must be willing to
volunteer 500 hours of “sweat equity” towards
the construction of their community and other
projects.

Income Requirements Families must be
able to afford a mortgage and not have an
overwhelming amount of debt. They must be
a legal resident of Canada for at least 3 years
and be able to show a consistent work
history.
