For now, Habitat has some office
space set aside in the Bridgewater office of
Exit Realty, one of its biggest supporters.

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“This new chapter will be a great thing for
our affiliate and for Habitat in Nova Scotia,”
says Alexis Ashworth, executive director of
Habitat Halifax-Dartmouth.

“It represents a growth beyond our service
boundaries and more Habitat homes being
built in areas of need,” she says.
