Message from the Executive Director

The day of our dedication ceremony last summer, U-Hauls lined the streets of Broom Road.
All three families moved into their new homes shortly after receiving their keys and the
children were playing in their new backyards by sundown; it was a blessed day!

In the summer of 2006, Habitat for Humanity HRM partnered with three families to help
them move out of poverty housing into their own safe, decent, affordable homes. Twelve
young children will now have the opportunity to grow up in the security and comfort of a
home.

2006 was a year of new beginnings for our affiliate. We opened the first ReStore in Nova
Scotia at 121 lisley Avenue. We expanded our partnership with the Nova Scotia Home
Builders’ Association by working with them to build a single unit home for a family. The
NSHBA sponsored the home, built it with the help of their membership, and they are
returning in 2007 to build yet another home with us. Our affiliate was the recipient of the
Building Bridges award from the NSHBA for this community partnership.

We also worked with a committed and enthusiastic group on the South Shore to welcome
them as a Chapter of our affiliate. We hope this will be a long and successful partnership
for both of us as we expand the good work of Habitat to other regions in Nova Scotia.

We achieved our goal of adding at least one home per year by building three homes in
2006, up from two in 2005. We are planning to build four homes in HRM this year and one
with our South Shore Chapter. This will be the first year that we are building in the Lower
Sackville area and we look forward to engaging a new community in our home builds.

In 2007, our affiliate will hold its first Women Build, a home built primarily by women.
Currently we have MANY amazing female volunteers, but this is a way to engage even
more women in home construction. We look forward to welcoming all people to our build
site in Millwood this year and to extending a hand-up to five more families in need of a
simple, decent home.
